A fine example of a 1938 in-town Cape-
style house, modernized and updated
over 70 years while maintaining essen
tially the same footprint and the same
style as the originallhe garage and its
dormer addition are recerithe house
interior features period furnishings.

views. Gardens and landscape stonework
are exterior features.

Upper Riv er Road

This rare Mid-Century Modern ranch style
home built in 1960 features cathedral ceil
ings, an open floor plan and adarfire
place.The site provides an expansive and
private view of the Ipswich RiveA recent
renovation highlights and maintains the
home's classic style and the interior furnish
ings include examples of Eames, Saarinen
and Knoll, major designers of the era. Local
artists are also displayetlhe gardens and
landscaping feature native plants and attract
many local bird and wildlife specie&.rain
garden protects against erosion.

Parking on Upper River Road

28 Water Street

Built in 1696, this First Period home was first
owned by John Harris, thérhomas Harris,
and in 1809, Johnt&wood A new kitchen
and bedroom were added on the east side of
the house in the 19th CentuAdditional
modernization and the addition of agar

front bay occurred in the 1960Ehe interior
features paintings and many artifacts from the
current owners' international travels.
Ornamental gardens are featured on the
exterior and an Ipswich Historic Commission
plaqgue identifies the house.

Parking at the Outboard Club and along
Water Sreet

88 County Road

Built on this site in 1727, the Nathanidade
house is an excellent example of ay&ar
early-Geogian style Ipswich home built by
an Ipswich merchanthe footprint of the
house is essentially the same as it was in the
18th Centuryincluding the 2.5 story El.
Interior features include original paneling in
the living room and a bedroom, original fire
places and 18th Century attic (or garret)
rooms.An Ipswich Historic Commission
plague identifies the house.

Parking on Ward Street

12 Nabby’ s Point Road

This 1930 colonial home with
Craftsman styling was built bynn and
Stanley Hull, owners of the Hull
Printing Company in IpswichThe
current owners renovated the house
with an attic conversion in 2000 to
accommodate 2 bedrooms and a bath.
In 2005, an addition with a garage and
an in-law apartment was added.

Parking on Nabby’s Point Road

3 Summer Street

Wilcomb Pinder built this timber framed
First Period house in 1720 on this site.
The interior of the home features hand
hewn summer beams, wide plank
flooring and the original fireplaces.

The current owners added 800 square
feet in 2005 with the saltbox conversion
and the addition of gable&n Ipswich
Historic Commission plaque identifies
the house.

Parking at the Outboard Club and
along Water Street

80 East Street

This First Period timbeframe house was

rebuilt in 1709 after the original 1640 thatch-
roofed home burned, a not-uncommon problem
with thatch roofs. In 1988, a full cellar was
added under the main structure and an addition
with family room, bedroom and bathrooiirhe
breezeway and garage with an apartment were
completed in 2008. Interior features include a
walk-in china closefThe house has never been
sold; ownership has passed through genera
tions of the Perkins-Hodgkins family to the
current ownersAn Ipswich Historic

Commission plaque identifies the house.

Parking at Town Wharf & Newmar ch Sreet

This First Period Half-House was built
circa 1725 and the first owners were
GlazierSweetAn important feature of the
exterior is the Beverly Jog, to the left of the
main entrance in the photo aboVée

house and the site is landscaped with-sum
mer gardensvarious additions to the home
were built in the 20th Centur¥he interior
features many period-style furnishings
Ipswich Historic Commission plaque identi
fies the house.

52 Jeffreys Neck Road

Strawberry Hill, or the Proctor House, or
the Lord-Collins House, is a classic First
Period timbeiframe Ipswich home. It was
built in 1690 in the middle of Ipswich
town, then moved in 1735 to the south eag
side of the Choate Bridge. In 1940 it was
disassembled and moved to its present sit
where the original frame was restored and
reassembled, incorporating the Rdasern
in its structureA.L. Cummings advised

and documented the process for his book
on Massachusetts timber frame hou3é=
interior features 17th Century fireplaces
and 17th & 18th century woodwork.

Hidoric Ipswit, one of Ameca’'s oldes towns, vas bunded in 634 on land
that was oiginally inhabied by Native Ameicans who calleche aea
“Agawam’ The bank of he Ipswit Rier provided an ideal location witthe
advantages of fesh vater, waterpower, excellent ishing, and &nspotation.
The small sgdement of Edigh colonis cuickly prospeed and ly 1646 Ipswih
had nealy 800 inhabiaints. In 687, the bwn leades denouncedaixation
without epresenation, becominghte sie of he irst Ameican Rwlution and
eaming br the bwn te hisoric title “Bithplace of Amdcan Independenck.

Today, Ipswit is ich in hisoric sies wih fifty-eight pe-1725 (Frst Reriod)
housestill ganding. Anne Brdgreet, Ameica’s irst pod, lived in Ipswib as
did John Bgers, he irst Ameican-educad president of Harard College.
High Sreet Cemdery is one ofhie oldes cemderies in Massawsdts, he
1764 Choat Bidge is he oldes$ gone ach bridge in use in Améara and he
Ipswi Hidorical Soci¢y’s Head House is home the laiged collection of
Arthur Weslegy Dow paintings. Athe tun of he 19th o 20th centuy, Ipswit
was he sie of he laged hosiey manuéactuer and mill intie Lhited Sates.

Today Ipswit is knavn nd only for its clams anddsh sheli§h, but alsodr
miles of pistine, dune-eded bead, aces of salt mah, $ate Rarks, and
hidoric architectue. It is he home oftte Tugees of Rsewation's Geat House
at Cadle Hill and he housand-a& Applegon Farm, a working farm
since636, and he Hisorical Soci¢y’s Whipple House, a stwoase eanple

of the lae medieal timberfame dvellings of he bwn's ealied inhabiants.
